Insuring Antique Cars

An antique car, defined as one
built 30 or more years ago, has spe-
cial insurance needs, according to
the Insurance Information Institute.
The L.LI. recommends that owners
pay attention to the following issues
when considering insurance for an
antique vehicle:

Valuation

Two types of policies—agreed
value and stated value—are often
available. Agreed value includes a
guarantee that the insurance compa-
ny will pay the owner the full
amount listed on the policy (less
any deductible) in the event of a
total loss. Stated value policies may
leave the value of the vehicle open
to determination by the insurance
company at the time of loss.

Condition

The insurance company prefers
an antique that is in excellent
condition. It may decline to cover
the car if it has sustained prior dam-
age or appears to be weathered.
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Most insurance companies will
extend coverage to an antique car
while it is being restored.

Storage

Most insurance companies will
require that the car be stored in a
fully enclosed, lockable garage, and
it can impose other conditions.

Usage
If the antique is rarely used,

owners should be sure the policy
reflects the limited usage. If it is
going to be shown or used for
limousine purposes (for instance,
weddings), tell your agent. You
might need a special type of
coverage.

Antique autos are often best
insured under a policy separate
from the primary auto policy. There
is frequently a significant price sav-
ings for doing so, too!
